Because women often have a harder time than men 

accessing important public information, The Carter 

Center is working with 13 international cities to help 

them get information to women about beneficial city 

services. Today, we’re speaking with the mayor of 

Amman, H.E. Dr. Yousef Al-Shawarbeh.

We are highlighting empowerment programs provided 

by the Amman municipality—these are free services to 

people in Amman. We are focusing on supporting 

women who have cottage industries (making crafts or 

foods at home) in receiving a business license to allow 

them to sell their goods. We also hope to provide 

training for women starting home businesses and public 

space for them to sell their goods.

During the campaign, we hope to reach 8,000 women with our empowerment 

programs.
