Re: Conference Objectives and Overview

We are delighted that you will be joining us in Lima to consider the successes and
challenges in advancing the right of access to information in the Americas region. This
conference, organized by The Carter Center in collaboration with the Organization of
American States, the Andean Jurists Committee, and the Knight Center for Journalism in
the Americas, and under the leadership of former United States President Jimmy Carter,
will explore the state of the right of access to information throughout the Americas and
identify what additional steps are necessary to promote and sustain this right. We are
pleased to have a high-level of representation from all sectors of society — political,
governmental, business, media, non-governmental organizations, as well as regional
organizations and leading foundations. In total, there are more than 100 participants from
over 18 countries.

Background

In February 2008, The Carter Center held the International Conference on Access to
Public Information. The International Conference convened 125 representatives from 40
countries to reflect on the current worldwide status of the right to public information,
consider the impact of access to information on areas such as development and
governance, and explore priority actions for advancing the passage and full
implementation of access to public information laws. The conference concluded with the
creation of the Atlanta Declaration and Plan of Action for the Advancement of the Right
of Access to Information.
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Following the global conference, the Center received numerous requests from
participants and others in the community of practice to organize a similar forum with a
more regional focus. Perhaps the greatest strength of the international conference was
also its greatest challenge. In some instances, the geographic and cultural diversity of
participants limited the discussion and resulted in more general findings and action
points. By convening persons from the same region, we will reduce some of these
differences, allowing for increasingly targeted debate and conclusions. By using the
methodology from the international conference and the Atlanta Declaration as a
framework, a regional conference will allow us to contextualize the discussion and
findings and connect them to our regional realities, culminating in a more finely tuned
regional plan of action. As with the international conference, we hope that this forum
will focus on the political obstacles to implementing, enforcing and using the right of
access to information by identifying the costs and benefits to each stakeholder.

After years of concerted effort to advance the right of access to information, half the
countries in the Americas have passed legislation while almost all of the remainder are
discussing draft bills or are close to promulgating enabling laws. The greater obstacles in
the Americas revolve around implementation, back-sliding and demand. In the face of
national security interests — from foreign agents or internal criminality - and economic
crises, countries with once vibrant laws are now in retreat as the primacy of these laws is
challenged by the perception that these concerns cannot co-exist with that of openness.
Technological changes are occurring faster than policy can respond, and if not harnessed
properly, they may impede rather than promote access to information. And the power
once held by the state continues to be diffused to other sectors, including the
multinational corporations and private sector, international financial institutions, and
even civil society organizations, while the documents that these sectors hold are largely
hidden from public scrutiny.

Meanwhile, a number of the countries that heralded the passage of the law have done
little to ensure that the legislation is fully and effectively put into practice.
Implementation has been restrained by myriad factors, including lack of political will and
clear implementation plans, as well as insufficient funding. At the same time, the demand
for access to information, its passage and use, has been limited and mainly centered
within the elite or organized civil society.

This also is a critical moment in terms of recent calls for a regional convention on the
right of access to information. The OAS, cognizant of its role as a policy leader, has
suggested a regional treaty or convention. While this idea is welcomed by some, others
are concerned that this would distract efforts and include the “lowest common
denominators” rather than ideal policy benchmarks in order to reach consensus, thus
encouraging states to adopt less rigorous standards. Further considerations and inputs
from various stakeholder perspectives would help inform this debate.

Under President Carter’s facilitation, this Americas Regional conference will create an
actionable plan for moving forward and clearly determining which actors must and will



take responsibility for securing the implementation of the Americas Regional Plan of
Action for the Advancement of the Right of Access to Information.

Goal and Objectives

The goal of this regional conference is the advancement of the right of access to
information in the Americas.

The main objectives of the conference are to:

1. Identify and explore challenges and potential solutions specific to the Americas
Bring together stakeholders to further strengthen a regional community of practice

3. Encourage multi-stakeholder national clusters to advance the right of access to
information in their country

4. Create and disseminate regional findings and plan of action

Methodology

We hope to achieve the above objectives, by bringing together an illustrious group of
thinkers, influencers and practitioners in an informal setting. As before, we will engage a
mixed methodology of panels, keynote speeches, working groups and plenary
discussions. The action-oriented conference will allow space for sharing experiences, but
will focus primarily on in-depth discussions of challenges, impact and future agenda
items. At the conclusion of the conference, participants will detail findings specific to this
region and draft a plan of action for the furtherance of the right to information in the
Americas. Apart from the opening plenary sessions and conclusions on the final day, our
deliberations will be closed-door and off-the-record to allow the space for all persons to
express their opinions and thoughts in confidence and will involve no speeches or formal
proceedings.

The plenary sessions on Tuesday afternoon will provide context for the working group
deliberations through very short presentations intended to stimulate thoughtful debate.
We will reflect on the regional experience over the past 10 years and the state of the right
to information in the Americas, including illustrative country case studies. In addition,
we will explore whether transparency has delivered on its promise of greater
accountability, better governance and improved development and human rights — when
and under what circumstances. Moreover, we will consider whether in times of crisis,
such as security threats, climate change and the global economic downturn, transparency
becomes a luxury rather than a necessity.

All of Wednesday will be dedicated to group work, with the participants strategically
placed into five groups with specific topics that without consideration could undermine
past advances or retard future gains in the right to information. These working groups are
designed to focus on process questions: the challenges to the effective establishment of
the right of access to information, constraints, and next generation issues. Everyone is an
equal in these small groups as we have some of the region’s best and most committed



experts and practitioners in the area of the right to information. Each of these working
groups, led by well-known facilitators and rapporteurs will be tasked with creating a set
of findings and recommendations for the action plan. During lunch on Wednesday, we
will have what we hope is a lively debate, facilitated by Rosental Alves of the Knight
Center for Journalism in the Americas, on whether the media has sufficiently played their
part in promoting the right of access to information.

On Thursday morning, we will convene again as a large group in plenary for working
group reports and to consider a draft regional findings and action plan. With a key
session facilitated by President Carter, we will seek to reach consensus on the regional
findings and action plan. Time will then be provided for country clusters, when persons
from the same country will meet and consider how the action plan may be applied in their
country and how they might work together to advance critical points. During the final
session of the day, Vice-President of the Inter-American Court of Human Rights Diego
Garcia-Sayan will facilitate the discussion to ensure buy-in for the regional action plan,
identify specific actors to advance the recommendations, and consider means of
monitoring and reporting on progress.

In addition to providing logistical information about the conference, we include in this
briefing book background information on the issues and some articles for your specific
working group. Drawing on some of the materials from the 2008 international
conference, we have provided a brief concept note for each working group to help spur
discussion. We apologize that most of the links to papers for supplementary reading
materials are in English. Where possible, we have translated the documents (not
articles/papers) into Spanish.

Please bring the briefing materials with you — we will not be able to print out these
documents at the conference.

Rosental Alves

Professor Rosental Calmon Alves holds the Knight Chair in Journalism and the UNESCO Chair in
Communication at the School of Journalism at the University of Texas at Austin. He is also the founding
director of the Knight Center for Journalism in the Americas. Created in 2002, thanks to a generous grant
from the James L. and John S. Knight Foundation, the center reaches thousands of journalists throughout
the hemisphere with training and organizational capacity building projects. Heis also the president of the
board of ORBICOM, the global network of UNESCO chairs in Communication, based at the University
of Quebec, Canada. Professor Alves began his academic career in the United States in March 1996, after
27 years as a professional journalist, including seven years as a journalism professor in Brazil. He moved
to Austin from Rio de Janeiro, where he was the managing editor and member of the board of directors of
Jornal do Brasil. He was chosen in 1995 from approximately 200 candidates to be the first holder of the
Knight Chair in International Journalism. Alves created the first Brazilian online news service, in 1991,
which served the network of Rio de Janeiro’s Stock Market. In early 1995, he managed the launching of
the first online edition of a newspaper in Brazil, Jornal do Brasil Online. In Austin, he created the first
class on online journalism at UT in the 1997-98 academic year. A member of the boards of several
national and international organizations related to journalism, Alves has been a frequent speaker in
academic and industry conferences, has worked as a new media consultant, and has conducted numerous
workshops in several countries to train journalists and journalism professors on the use of new media.
Since 1999, he hosts the annual International Symposium on Online Journalism at UT Austin — a unique
conference, gathering professionals and scholars from around the world.

Jaime Aparicio Otero

Jaime Aparicio fue Embajador de Bolivia en los Estados Unidos hasta el afio 2006. Actualmente, es el
Presidente del Comité Juridico Interamericano, Organismo asesor principal de la Organizacion de los
Estados Americanos en temas juridicos internacionales. El Comité tiene una larga trayectoria de
contribucion a la evolucion del Derecho Internacional en las Américas. Su ultimo aporte fue la
Convencion Interamericana contra la corrupcion. Actualmente estd involucrada en promover temas como
la Corte Penal Internacional; Principios sobre el Acceso a la Informacion; Derechos de los migrantes y la
aplicabilidad de la Carta Democratica Interamericana como instrumento frente a nuevas tendencias
autoritarias en la region. El Embajador Aparicio es relator del tema Acceso a la Informacion. Entre 2006
y 2007 trabajo con el Centro Carter como Jefe de Mision de Observacion Electoral en Nicaragua y
Ecuador. Entre 1997 y 2000 fue Asesor Politico del Secretario General de la OEA. Entre el afio 2000 y el
2002, fue Secretario Ejecutivo de la Secretaria de las Cumbres de las Américas en la OEA. Previamente,
fue Vice Ministro de Relaciones Exteriores de Bolivia y sirvido como Diplomatico en Venezuela, Francia,
Estados Unidos y UNESCO. Como Vice Ministrd coordiné la Cumbre de las Américas sobre Desarrollo
Sostenible de Santa Cruz, Bolivia, la primera Cumbre que incluy6 la participacion de la sociedad civil.

Jaime Aparicio was the Bolivian Ambassador to the United States until 2006. Currently, he is the
President of the Inter-American Juridical Committee. The Committee, headquartered in Rio de Janeiro,
is an advisory body for the Organization of the American States in juridical matters of an international
nature. The Committee had a leading role in drafting the Inter-American Anti-Corruption Treaty, and is
currently promoting issues like the International Crime Court; principles for Access to Public
Information; migrant rights; and the applicability of the Inter-American Democratic Charter to oppose
authoritarian trends in the region. Amb. Aparicio is the Committee rapporteur for Access to
Information. Since June of 2006, Ambassador Jaime Aparicio-Otero worked for the Carter Center in
issues related to monitoring elections in Nicaragua and Ecuador. From May 1997 to 2000, he was




political advisor to the OAS Secretary General. From 2000 to 2002 he worked at the Organization of
American States as Executive Secretary of the Summits of the Americas. In that capacity he
coordinated the Summit of the Americas in Quebec City, Canada. Previously, he was Under Secretary
of Foreign Affairs and Acting Minister of Foreign Affairs of Bolivia. He coordinated the Summit of the
Americas on Sustainable Development in Santa Cruz Bolivia, the first Summit open to civil society.

Carlos Alberto Barreda

Carlos Alberto Barreda Taracena es el Viceministro de Transparencia Fiscal y Evaluacion del Ministerio
de Finanzas Publicas de Guatemala. Es licenciado en Economia por la Universidad de San Carlos de
Guatemala desde 1998 y tiene estudios de Maestria en desarrollo en la Universidad del Valle de
Guatemala desde el afio 2000. Ha sido catedratico en la Facultad de Ciencias Politicas y Sociales de la
Universidad Rafael Landivar y fue coordinador del Area de Estudios Econémicos y Sociales del Instituto
de Estudios Politicos, Econémicos y Sociales —IPES- de 1999 al 2001 y coordinador del Area de Estudios
Fiscales y Presupuestarios del Centro Internacional para Investigaciones en Derechos Humanos —CIIDH-
de 2005 al 2007. En el afio 2000 integro la Comisiéon Nacional de Seguimiento del Pacto Fiscal en
Guatemala en representacion de sectores sociales y en 2006 la Comision de Dialogo Fiscal en calidad de
experto en temas fiscales. Actualmente se desempefia como Viceministro de Transparencia Fiscal y
Evaluacion del Ministerio de Finanzas Publicas desde el afio 2008. El sr. Barreda ha sido el principal
impulsor del nuevo Viceministerio de Transparencia Fiscal que inicio su puesta en marcha desde el 1 de
enero de 2009 constituyendo las nuevas direcciones de transparencia fiscal y de fideicomisos, asi como de
la implementacion de la Ley de Acceso a la Informacion Publica en el Ministerio de Finanzas Publicas y
el Gobierno Central.

Carlos Alberto Barreda Taracena is the Vice Minster for Fiscal Transparency and Evaluation in the
Guatemalan Government’s Ministry of Public Finance. He graduated in Economics from the Universidad
de San Carlos in Guatemala in 1998 and received a Masters in Development Studies from Guatemala’s
Universidad del Valle in 2000. He has been a Professor in the School of Political and Social Sciences at
the Universidad Rafael Landivar. From 1999 to 2001, Mr. Barreda Taracena was the Area Coordinator for
the Economic and Social Studies Department at the Institute of Economic, Social, and Political Studies
(IPES), as well as the area coordinator for Fiscal and Budget Studies at the International Center for
Human Rights Investigations (CIIDH) from 2005 to 2007. In 2000 he joined the National Committee for
Monitoring the Fiscal Pact in Guatemala on behalf of social sectors, and in 2006 joined the Fiscal
Dialogue Commission as a financial expert. Since 2008, Mr. Barreda Taracena has served as the Vice
Minster for Fiscal Transparency and Evaluation in the Ministry of Public Finance. He has been a principal
proponent of the Vice Ministry of Fiscal Transparency, its implementation of new policies for fiscal
transparency and financial trusts, which began in January 2009, as well as of the implementation of
Guatemala’s Law on Access to Public Information in the Ministry of Public Finance and the Central
Government.

Jim Bronskill

Jim Bronskill trabaja como reportero en la oficina de Ottawa de la agencia de noticias The Canadian
Press, donde se especializa en seguridad e inteligencia, manutencion del orden y asuntos juridicos como
las libertades civiles. Cuenta con amplia experiencia en el uso de las leyes de acceso a informacién para
destapar historias. Jim fue uno de los fundadores y miembros del comité de direccion de Open
Government Canada (Gobierno abierto Canadd), una coalicién que surgio para vigilar que el gobierno no
haga uso indebido del secreto. Antes de comenzar a trabajar con CP en noviembre de 2003, Jim era uno
de los reporteros de Southam News (hoy en dia Canwest News Service). Anteriormente se desempefi6é en




diferentes cargos en CP, y también ha trabajado para el Ottawa Citizen, Owen Sound Sun Timesy
TVOntario. Jim obtuvo una maestria en periodismo de la Universidad de Carleton, donde ademas ha
dictado cétedra ocasionalmente desde 2003. El y una colega de CP, Sue Bailey, fueron nominados para un
Premio de Periodicos Nacionales por un reportaje de periodismo investigativo que llevaron a cabo con la
Canadian Broadcasting Corporation (Corporacion canadiense de radiodifusion) acerca del uso de pistolas
eléctricas por parte de la policia. Los expedientes que se obtuvieron bajo la Ley de acceso a informacion
de Canadé fueron una parte crucial del proyecto.

Jim Bronskill is a reporter in the Ottawa bureau of The Canadian Press news agency, specializing in
security and intelligence, policing, and justice-related issues including civil liberties. He has considerable
experience using information laws to uncover stories. Jim was a founder and steering committee member
of Open Government Canada, a coalition formed to guard against undue government secrecy. Before
joining CP in November 2003, Jim was a reporter with Southam News (now Canwest News Service). He
previously held various positions at CP and has also worked for the Ottawa Citizen, the Owen Sound Sun
Times and TVOntario. Jim holds a master's degree in journalism from Carleton University, where he has
been a sessional lecturer since 2003. He and CP colleague Sue Bailey are nominated for a 2009 National
Newspaper Award for investigative reporting, done in conjunction with the Canadian Broadcasting
Corporation, on police use of stun guns. Records obtained through Canada's Access to Information Act
were a crucial part of the project.

Richard Calland

Richard Calland es profesor adjunto en Derecho publico en la Universidad de Ciudad del Cabo y Director
de la Unidad de gobernacion y derechos democraticos. Es uno de los fundadores del Centro de Asesoria
de Democracia Abierta en Ciudad del Cabo y es el Director ejecutivo del mismo, Director del programa
de gobernacion econdmica en IDASA, Alto colega del Programa de Cambridge para el liderazgo en
sostenibilidad y miembro del Grupo internacional de consejeria de la Alianza por la Transparencia en los
Medicamentos (MeTA). Publico, Anatomy of South Africa: Who Holds the Power? (Anatomia de Sur
Africa: ;Quién tiene el poder?) en octubre de 2006. Coeditd The Right to Know, the Right to Live: Access
to Information & Socio-economic Justice (2002) (Derecho a saber, derecho a vivir: Acceso a informacion
y justicia socioeconomica) y Thabo Mbeki’s World: The Politics & Ideology of the South African
President (2002) (El mundo de Thabo Mbeki: La politica e ideologia del presidente surafricano). Calland
tiene una columna politica en el periddico Mail & Guardian. Trabajé como consultor del Centro Carter en
politica de la transparencia, leyes de acceso a informacidn, y estrategias anticorrupcion para Jamaica,
Bolivia, Peri y Nicaragua. Antes de llegar a Sur Africa en 1994, Calland se especializd en Derecho
laboral en la Organizacion de abogacia de Londres durante 7 afios. Obtuvo un master en derecho con un
énfasis en derecho constitucional comparado de la Universidad de Ciudad del Cabo (1994) y un diploma
en Politica mundial de la Escuela de economia de Londres.

Richard Calland is Associate Professor in Public Law at the University of Cape Town and the Director of
Democratic Governance & Rights Unit. He is a founding member and Executive Director of the Open
Democracy Advice Centre in Cape Town, Director of the Economic Governance Programme at IDASA, a
Senior Associate of the Cambridge Programme for Sustainability Leadership and a member of the
International Advisory Group of the Medicines Transparency Alliance (MeTA). He published, Anatomy
of South Africa: Who Holds the Power? in October 2006. He co-edited “The Right to Know, the Right to
Live: Access to Information & Socio-economic Justice” (2002)” and “Thabo Mbeki’s World: The Politics
& Ideology of the South African President” (2002). Calland is a political columnist for Mail & Guardian
newspaper. He has served as a consultant to the Carter Center on transparency policy, access to
information law and anti-corruption strategies for Jamaica, Bolivia, Peru and Nicaragua. Before arriving




in South Africa in 1994, Calland specialized in Labour Law at the London Bar for 7 years. He has an
LLM in Comparative Constitutional Law from the University of Cape Town (1994) and a Diploma in
World Politics from the London School of Economics.

Santiago Canton

Santiago Canton es el Secretario Ejecutivo de la Comision Interamericana de Derechos Humanos de la
Organizacion de los Estados Americanos. Desempeii6 el cargo de Relator Especial para la Libertad de

Santiago A. Canton is the Executive Secretary of the Inter-American Commission on Human Rights of
the Organization of American States (OAS). Previously he was the OAS Special Rapporteur for Freedom
of Expression. Mr. Canton holds a law degree from the University of Buenos Aires and a Master degree
in International Law from the Washington College of Law of the American University. During 1998 he
was Director of Public Information for the OAS. From 1994 to 1998 Dr. Canton was Director for Latin
America and the Caribbean of the National Democratic Institute for International Affairs (NDI), a
democratic development institute based in Washington, D.C. Mr. Canton was a political assistant to Mr.
Carter in the election processes in El Salvador and Dominican Republic.

Hugo Carrion

En
diciembre 10 de 2002, el comité noruego del Nobel le otorgd el Nobel de la paz al Presidente Carter “por
sus décadas de esfuerzo incansable para encontrar soluciones pacificas a los conflictos internacionales,
promover la democracia y los derechos humanos y fomentar el desarrollo econémico y social”.

Jimmy Carter, thirty-ninth president of the United States, founded The Carter Center with his wife
Rosalynn in 1982. He continues to provide leadership for the Center, serving on the Board of Trustees
and engaging in Center programs. He has led Center election observation delegations in the Americas,
Africa, and Asia. Under his leadership, the Center has engaged in conflict mediation in Ethiopia and
Eritrea, North Korea, Liberia, Haiti, Bosnia, Sudan, Uganda, the Great Lakes region, Venezuela, and
Nepal. The author of twenty-four books, he is also a University Distinguished Professor at Emory
University. On December 10, 2002, the Norwegian Nobel Committee awarded the Nobel Peace Prize to
President Carter “for his decades of untiring effort to find peaceful solutions to international conflicts, to
advance democracy and human rights, and to promote economic and social development.”

Rosalynn Carter

Rosalynn Carter, como Primera Dama de Georgia y Primera Dama de los Estados Unidos, asumi6 un
papel que atn desarrolla como lider y promotora del cambio positivo en el campo de la salud mental.
Cre6 y preside el Grupo de trabajo del Centro Carter para la salud mental. Es Presidente de la Junta
directiva del Rosalynn Carter Institute for Caregiving y Presidente y cofundadora de Every Child by Two,
una campafia de vacunacion temprana. Es miembro de la Junta de sindicos del Centro Carter y autora de
cuatro libros. En 1999, fue premiada con la Medalla presidencial de la libertad, el honor mas alto que un
civil pueda recibir en los Estados Unidos.

Rosalynn Carter, as First Lady of Georgia and First Lady of the United States, took on a continuing role
as leader and advocate for positive change in the field of mental health. She created and chairs The Carter
Center’s Mental Health Task Force. She is president of the Board of Directors of the Rosalynn Carter
Institute for Caregiving and president and co-founder of Every Child by Two, a campaign for early
immunization. She is a member of The Carter Center Board of Trustees and the author of four books. In
1999, she was awarded the Presidential Medal of Freedom, America’s highest civilian honor.

Previously, she served as The Carter
Center Field Representative in Jamaica working on the Access to Information Project. As part of
the Carter Center Access to Information project she was involved in the development of
materials, conducted research and analysis on legal and policy issues associated with the right to
information and acted as the Secretariat to the Volunteer Attorneys Panel, a panel of lawyers
who provide pro bono services to civil society organizations and indigent persons. Mrs. Excell is
an Attorney-at-law with a LLB from the University of the West Indies and Certificate of Legal
Education from the Norman Manley Law School, Mona. She has a Master’s Degree in
Environmental Law from the University of Aberdeen in Scotland. She has seven years working
experience working for the Government of Jamaica on environmental and planning issues both at
the Natural Resources Conservation Authority and then at its successor the National
Environment and Planning Agency.

Darce Fardy

Luego de once afios como el primer Veedor independiente de la Ley de libertad de informacion en Nueva
Escocia, Fardy fundé en el 2006 la organizacion sin animo de lucro, la Coalicion del derecho a saber de
Nueva Escocia. Fue la primera organizacién de este tipo en Canadd, con la misién de promover la
transparencia y rendicion de cuentas en el gobierno y educar a los ciudadanos acerca de sus derechos bajo
la Ley de libertad de informacion. Antes de convertirse en el Evaluador de la libertad de informacion en
Nueva Escocia, pasé treinta y nueve afios como periodista, para la Corporaciéon canadiense de
radiodifusion. Inici6 su carrera de radiodifusion en St. John's Newfoundland como reportero y la termind
como Jefe del Departamento de temas de actualidad de la red de la CBC. Al principio, fue asignado a la
Asamblea general de las Naciones Unidas en 1960 para que trabajara en la sala de redaccion. En 1979/80
Fardy fue nominado por la CBC para que pasara doce meses en el Colegio canadiense de defensa
nacional estudiando el papel de Canadad en el exterior. Dicho estudio lo llevd a unos treinta paises
alrededor del mundo, desde Africa a Suramérica, el Medio Oriente, el Lejano Oriente y Europa.




After serving eleven years as Nova Scotia's first independent oversight officer for the Freedom of
Information Act, Fardy founded the non-profit Right to Know Coalition of Nova Scotia in 2006. It was
the first of its kind in Canada with a mandate to promote openness and accountability in government and
to educate citizens of their rights under the Freedom of Information Act. Before becoming Nova Scotia's
Freedom of Information Review Officer, he spent thirty nine years as a journalist with Canada's public
broadcaster, the Canadian Broadcasting Corporation (CBC). He started his broadcasting career in St.
John's Newfoundland as a reporter and ended it as Head of the CBC's Network Current Affairs
Department responsible for overseeing all current affairs programming, including documentaries. Earlier
in his career he was seconded to the United Nations General Assembly in 1960 to work in its newsroom.
In 1979/80 Fardy was nominated by the CBC to spend twelve months at Canadian National Defense
College studying Canada's role overseas. That study brought him to some thirty countries around the
world from Africa to South America, the Middle East, the Far East and Europe.

Benjamin Fernandez

Benjamin Ferndndez Bogado es Doctor en Derecho especializado en acceso a la informacion publica. Es
profesor de esa materia en universidades de EEUU, Mexico, Ecuador y Paraguay su pais natal. Ha
escrito varios libros sobre el tema y actualmente es Secretario de la Asociaciéon Iberoamericana del
derecho a la informacién y la comunicacion (AIDIC) www.aidic.org . Ha estudiado cursos de post grado
en EEUU, Inglaterra y Espafia. Ha sido "Visiting Scholar" en la Universidad de Harvard el afio pasado.
Actualmente es Knight International Journalism Fellow en Mexico donde se encuentra desarrollado un
programa sobre libertad de expresion y accceso a la informacion publica para periodistas y ciudadania en
general.

Benjamin Fernandez Bogado has a Juris Doctorate and Masters in Communication, Law and Public
Administration from the Universities of Minnesota, Syracuse, and Harvard University — where he was a
Visiting Scholar in 2008. Currently, he is living in Mexico where he is a Knight International Journalism
Fellow, promoting freedom of expression and the use of Public Information Laws in order to elevate
journalistic standards. He is a well known author of books and articles regarding public access to
information and he was one of the drafters of the Paraguayan Constitution (1992).

Joseph Foti

Joseph Foti es uno de los colegas de The Access Initiative (TAIL por sus siglas en inglés) en el World
Resources Institute. Este proyecto consiste en una red de casi 150 organizaciones no gubernamentales
dedicadas a garantizar que la sociedad civil tenga acceso a informacion, la oportunidad de participar en la
toma de decisiones y acceso a la justicia en asuntos ambientales. En 2008, fue coautor de Voice and
Choice: Opening the Door to Environmental Democracy (Voz y Opciéon: Abriendo la puerta a la
democracia ambiental), un sondeo de TAI sobre el acceso a informacion, la participacion publica, y el
acceso a la justicia en 26 paises. Su proxima publicacion, A Seat at the Table: How Governments can
Empower the Poor in Decisions for the Environment (Un puesto en la mesa: Coémo los gobiernos pueden
facultar a los pobres en las decisiones ambientales), examina los esfuerzos de los gobiernos en cuanto al
acceso a informacion, participacion, y acceso a la justicia para las comunidades pobres.

Joseph Foti is an associate with The Access Initiative (TAI) at the World Resources Institute. The
project is a network of nearly 150 non-governmental organizations dedicated to ensuring that civil society




has access to information, the opportunity to participate in decisions, and access to justice in
environmental matters. In 2008, he co-authored Voice and Choice: Opening the Door to Environmental
Democracy, TAl's survey ofaccess to information, public participation, and access to justice in 26
countries. His forthcoming publication, A Seat at the Table: How Governments can Empower the Poor in
Decisions for the Environment, examines government efforts access to information, participation, and
access to justice for poor communities. He holds a B.A. from Antioch College and an M.A. in
International Development Studies from The George Washington University.

Brent Fuller

Brent es un veterano del periodismo que ha trabajado a través de muchas medios de comunicacién. Ahora
trabaja en las Islas Caiman como periodista/editor auxiliar para el diario Caymanian Compass y otras
publicaciones que hacen parte de la casa matriz, Cayman Free Press. Durante la que es ya una carrera de
18 afios (y que inici6 a la edad de 16) en periodismo de television y radio y prensa escrita, Brent ha sido
reconocido en los Estados Unidos por su investigaciones con dos premios Edward R. Murrow por
reportajes acerca del financiamiento y la seguridad de los proyectos de infraestructura publica. Ademas,
tiene una pared llena de premios de prensa de Associated Press, Lone Star (Houston), Katies (Texas-
Oklahoma), y Nueva York por cobertura de noticias de ultima hora, reportajes documentales, periodismo
investigativo, etc. Brent es un defensor tenaz de las leyes de expedientes abiertos. El cree que el
verdadero periodismo investigativo tenga un impacto real en la sociedad, es dificil de lograr sin estas
leyes.

Brent is a veteran journalist who has worked at television stations, radio stations, internet news sites,
weekly publications, and now as a journalist/assistant editor for the Caymanian Compass daily newspaper
in the Cayman Islands and other publications owned by its parent company, Cayman Free Press. Over a
now 18-year career (starting at age 16) in broadcasting and print journalism, Brent has been recognized in
the United States for his work in investigative journalism with two Edward R. Murrow awards for
reporting on the financing and safety of public infrastructure projects. He also has a wall full of
Associated Press, Lone Star (Houston), Katies (Texas-Oklahoma), and New York press awards for
coverage of breaking news, news features, investigative journalism, etc. Brent is a strong advocate of
open records laws. He believes true investigative reporting and any reporting that has a real impact on
society is difficult to achieve without them. Brent is therefore happy to report the Cayman Islands, where
he now lives with his wife, put its first Freedom of Information Law into effect on 5 January, 2009. He is
also glad of the opportunity Cayman offers to cover issues with a more international focus, as well as to
enjoy the islands’ beautiful beaches and the breathtaking azure of the Caribbean.

Mario Fuentes Destarac

Mario Roberto Fuentes Destarac es abogado y notario graduado de la facultad de ciencias juridicas y
sociales de a Universidad Rafael Landivar (1980). Tiene su Master en Administracién de Empresas del
instituto Centroamericano de Administraciéon de Empresas (INCAE), con especialidad en banca y fianzas
de desarrollo. En el afio 2001, recibié su diploma avanzada sobre el proceso econdémico por la
Universidad Francisco Marroquin.

Diego Garcia- Sayan

Actualmente es Juez y Vicepresidente de la Corte Interamericana de Derechos Humanos, Director general
de la Comision andina de juristas y miembro de la Corte permanente de arbitraje (La Haya). En 2007, el
seflor Garcia-Sayan se desempefio como el jefe de la mision electoral de la Organizacion de Estados
Americanos (OEA) en Guatemala. El sefior Garcia-Sayan trabajo recientemente como miembro del Panel
para redisefiar el Sistema de administracion de justicia de las Naciones Unidas y como Asesor legal de la
Junta del Banco central del Peru. Entre julio de 2001 y julio de 2002, el sefior Garcia-Sayéan fue Ministro
de relaciones exteriores del Peru. Durante su tenencia, promovié la ratificacion por parte del Pert del
Estatuto de Roma (CPI) y la aprobacion por parte de la OEA de una Carta democratica interamericana.

Currently Judge and Vice President of the Inter American Court of Human Rights, General Director of
the Andean Commission of Jurists and a member of the Permanent Court of Arbitration (The Hague). In
2007, Mr Garcia-Sayéan served as the Chief of the Electoral Mission of the Organization of American
States (OAS) in Guatemala. Mr Garcia-Sayan has recently worked as a member of the Redesign Panel on
the United Nations System of Administration of Justice and Legal Counsellor of the Board of the Central
Bank of Peru. Between July 2001 and July 2002, Mr Garcia-Sayan was Peruvian Foreign Minister.
During his tenure he promoted the ratification by Peru of the Rome Statute (ICC) and the approval by the
OAS of an Inter American Democratic Charter. Prior to his appointment as Foreign Minister, Mr Garcia-
Sayan served as Minister for Justice for eight months participating towards the normalization of relations
between Peru and the Inter American Court of Human Rights. He was also instrumental in the rebuilding
of Peru’s justice and security systems after 10 years of authoritarian regime.

Debra Gersh Hernandez

Debra Gersh Hernandez fue contratada por la Sociedad americana de editores de periddicos como
coordinadora de la Sunshine Week cuando la iniciativa comenz6 en noviembre de 2004.

Later she became Washington editor covering the White House, the Supreme Court and Congress, as well
as all federal agencies, the military, district courts, the U.S. Postal Service, and the local press, with an
emphasis on the First Amendment, Freedom of Information and other issues of importance to
newspapers. Prior to joining E&P, she was a general assignment reporter for The Hudson Dispatch in
Northern New Jersey. She also worked briefly for the American Advertising Federation in Washington.

Maria Julia Giorgelli

David Gollob

Carolyn Gomes es la Directora ejecutiva de Jamaiquinos por la Justicia (JFJ), un grupo de accion no
partidista sin animo de lucro y uno de los galardonados en el 2008 con el premio de las Naciones Unidas
por los derechos humanos. Formada en 1999, el enfoque primario de JFJ es la defensoria contra el Abuso
de los derechos por parte del Estado y a favor del fortalecimiento de las protecciones existentes para los
derechos. En 2001, JFJ hizo del acceso a informacion una de las actividades de su programa, y Carolyn
las ha liderado desde 2001. Estas incluyen: hacer lobby y promocionar alrededor del desarrollo de una
Ley de acceso a informacion; ayudar a la unidad del ATI del gobierno con la implementacion de la Ley;
llevar a cabo actividades para educar al publico, campaias en los medios y talleres en la comunidad para
desarrollar conocimientos acerca de la ley y capacidad para usarla; desarrollar la capacidad para
monitorear las solicitudes hechas bajo la Ley; y desarrollar propuestas para el Parlamento para fortalecer
la Ley. Doctora en medicina de profesion, Carolyn es una proponente de los beneficios del acceso a
informacion para el goce y la proteccion de todos los derechos. Ha realizado presentaciones y escrito
varios articulos acerca del ATI en Jamaica. Ademas, preside la Comisidon asesora de partes interesadas
para el acceso a informacion.

Carolyn Gomes is Executive Director of Jamaicans For Justice (JFJ) a non-profit, non-partisan Citizens’
Rights Action Group and one of the 2008 United Nations Human Rights Prize awardees. Formed in 1999
JFJ’s primary focus is advocacy against State Abuse of Rights and for strengthening existing protections
for rights. In 2001 the organization made Access to Information one of its program activities. Carolyn
has spearheaded JFJ’s activities around access to information since 2001. This has included: lobbying
and advocacy around the development of an Access to Information Act; assisting the ATI Unit of the
Government with the implementation of the Act; conducting public education activities, media campaigns
and community workshops to build knowledge of the law and capacity to use it; developing the capability
to monitor requests made under the Act; and developing submissions for Parliament on changes that need
to be made to strengthen the Act. A Medical Doctor by training Carolyn is a proponent of the benefits of
Access to Information for the enjoyment and protection of all rights. She has presented locally and
internationally on ATI in Jamaica and written several short articles on the process for local and
international publication. She is also Chairperson of the Access to Information Advisory Stakeholders
Committee.

Juan Pablo Guerrero is one of the five commissioners of the Information Commission at the Federal level
in Mexico. He was appointed by the Mexican President for the period 2002-2009; his nomination was
unanimously supported by the Senate. He is the Chairman of IFAI’s Commission for FOIA Enforcement
and was the General Coordinator of an Institutional Project to extend use of Mexico’s access to
information right among poor communities (2005-07). As one of the founders of the IFAI, he was deeply
involved in its institutional design, decisions concerning its basic functioning rules, hiring its first
personnel and constructing the tools to enable the use of the right to information in Mexico (close to
400,000 requests to date). Regarding the interpretation of the law, he has consistently favored the mandate
of the “presumption of maximum openness”, a commitment that can be verified in the more than 400
dissenting votes in which he argued in favor of the disclosure of the requested information. He has
completed his Ph. D. coursework in Political Science and Public Policy at the Institut d Etudes Politiques
de Paris and holds a Master’s Degrees in Public Policy from IEP-Paris and in Economics and
International Politics from SAIS of the Johns Hopkins University.

He
received a scholarship from the Fundacion Nuevo Periodismo Iberoamericano in 2007 to participate
in an investigative journalism workshop in Ecuador. That same year, Manuel joined the National
Security Archive’s México Abierto project as Guanajuato’s state coordinator.

An appeal he filed
after a denial of information resulted in the removal and barring from public service of a federal
prosecutor — the first case where a government official is banned from office for not complying with
Mexico’s Transparency Law. Manuel Mora currently covers politics for a.m.newspaper in Leon,
Guanajuato.

Bezerra Motta was actively engaged in the Portal’s development and implementation phase — including
determination of what information to provide, where to collect it and how to consolidate it in a single site
in easy-to-understand language and an accessible format — through the maintenance and modernization
phase, when the system’s information was refined and enhanced and new data and search options added.
Currently, she serves on the Portal’s continuous improvement team, which monitors information,
analyzes the demands and recommendations of citizens and proposes new functionalities, with a view to
maintaining and bolstering the Transparency Portal as an effective oversight tool.

He has also been a Honduran correspondent for the British news
agency Reuters since April 1984. He has been a member of the Committee for Free Expression (C-
FREE) since 2006. Presently, he serves as the Treasurer of C-FREE, after serving as the Director in 2007.

Mitchell Pearlman

Mitchell W. Pearlman es catedratico en Derecho y periodismo en la Universidad de Connecticut. Es
también abogado y asesor del gobierno en temas de informacion. Fue el Director ejecutivo y Abogado
general de la Comision de libertad de informacion de Connecticut de 1975-2005. Es un expositor
frecuente en los Estados Unidos y el extranjero en temas de libertad de informacion, privacidad, libertad
de expresion, ética del gobierno y asuntos relacionados. Ha trabajado como perito para la Asociacion
americana de abogacia, la Fundacion Asia, el Centro Carter, el Centro por los Derechos de la primera
enmienda a la Constitucion, el Freedom Forum, Freedom House, el Departamento de Estado de los
Estados Unidos y el Centro de Derecho chino de la Escuela de derecho de Yale. Es uno de los directores
de la Coalicién nacional de libertad de informacion, la Fundacién de Connecticut por un gobierno abierto
y Servicios legales de Connecticut (la sociedad de ayuda legal mas grande del estado). Anteriormente fue
miembro del Comité directivo del Concejo de leyes de ética gubernamental y miembro de la Conferencia
internacional de Comisionados de la informacion.

Leda Perez

Desde los ocho afios particip6 en varios programas de TV, hasta que, el 17 de enero de 1987 sale al aire
con «Nuria en el 9», el primero de investigacion social que tuvo la television dominicana y que con los
afios se tituld «Nuria Investigacion Periodistica», conducido y producido por la propia Piera, y que
actualmente se trasmite por Color Vision, canal 9. Veintidos afios de investigacion periodistica han hecho
de este programa una tribuna de denuncia social en la que se han destapado centenares de casos de
corrupcion en instituciones estatales, entre ellas: la Loteria Nacional, CAmara de Diputados, Instituto
Nacional de Vivienda, Bienes Nacionales, Instituto Nacional de Recursos Hidraulicos, Oficina Técnica de
Transporte Terrestre y el Programa de Desayuno Escolar, caso que inmiscuy? a la Secretaria de Estado de
Educacion y que estremeci6 a la opinion publica, pues la investigacion arrojé que la leche que recibian los
nifios no cumplia los requerimientos proteicos establecidos. Gracias a estas denuncias, decenas de
funcionarios han sido destituidos o encarcelados .

Carlos E. Pimentel Florenzan

Carlos Ernesto Pimentel Florenzan, se Abogado, egresado de la Universidad Auténoma de Santo
Domingo ( UASD), naci6 el 20 de enero de 1976, en el D.N, desde muy joven a estado vinculado a
organizaciones sociales. Su formaciéon y compromiso social lo conduce a la bisqueda del bien comun,
desde hace unos afios, ha caminado en la busqueda de alternativas, propuestay acciones para reducir los
niveles de corrupcion e impunidad en nuestros paises. Ha realizado cursos especializados en Derechos
Humanos, en Derecho constitucional y en administracion publica referida a la transparencia en la gestion
publica y a participado como expositor en diferentes tematicas.

Carlos Ernesto Pimentel Florenzan, a Lawyer, graduated from the Universidad Auténoma de Santo
Domingo (UASD). He was born on January 20, 1976, in the D.N, and from his early youth he has been
associated with social organizations. His education and social commitment is dedicated to the search for
the common good, and for several years, he has searched for alternatives, proposals and actions to reduce
the levels of corruption and impunity in our countries. He has completed specialized courses in human
rights, constitutional right and, public administration relating to transparency in public management, and
participated as an exhibitor in various subject matters.

Suzanne Piotrowski

Suzanne J. Piotrowski es profesora adjunta de Asuntos y administraciéon publicos en la Universidad de
Rutgers en Newark. Obtuvo un doctorado en ciencia politica en la Universidad Americana en
Washington, D.C. y una maestria en Administracion publica de la Universidad de Delaware.

She earned a Ph.D. in political science from School of Public Affairs at American
University, Washington, D.C and a Master of Public Administration degree from the University of
Delaware. She is a member of the Board of the Directors of the New Jersey Foundation for Open
Government. Piotrowski is also on the Sunshine Advisory Board for the Citizen Access Project at the
Brechner Center for Freedom of Information, University of Florida. In May 2006, she was named as a
Prudential Business Ethics Center Fellow, Rutgers University. Dr. Piotrowski's research focuses on non
mission-based values in public administration, including administrative transparency and ethics.
Piotrowski's work on governmental transparency includes access to documents through mechanisms such
as freedom of information and open meetings laws. Her current research focuses on defining and
measuring municipal transparency. Piotrowski has also written widely on public management and
freedom of information issues including book chapters, journal articles, case studies, and encyclopedia
articles. She authored the book, Governmental Transparency in the Path of Administrative Reform from
the State University of New York Press (2007).

Maria Poli

Maria trabaja en el Banco Mundial como Especialista en Gobernabilidad y Rendicion de Cuentas

The main focus of his work has
been oriented to develop a line of critical thought in the audiovisual mass media. He is the editor of

the Assembly."

Katitza Rodriguez

Katitza Rodriguez, peruana, reside en Washington DC, es directora del Programa de Privacidad
Internacional del Electronic Privacy Information Center (EPIC). Katitza centra su estudio en el anélisis
comparativo de la privacidad y la proteccion de datos, la transferencia internacional de datos personales, y
los estadares globales de la privacidad.

Este esfuerzo se tradujo en la creacion del Consejo
Consultivo de la Sociedad Civil de la Sociedad de la Information (CSISAC), un logro histérico para la
sociedad civil en la OCDE. El proyecto “The Public Voice” servira como punto de enlace de la Sociedad
Civil en el Comité de Politicas de Informacion, Informatica y Comunicaciones de la OECD.

Katitza Rodriguez, Peruvian based in Washington DC, is Director of the International Privacy Program at
the Electronic Privacy Information Center (EPIC). She concentrates on comparative international public
policy and legal aspects of privacy and data protection, international transfer of personal data and privacy
global standards. She is Research Director for EPIC "Privacy and Human Rights Report (PHR) 2008"
(forthcoming), the most comprehensive survey of privacy laws and developments in 78 countries. She
participates and monitors the work of several organizations on international privacy policy discussions,
including the Organisation for Economic Co-operation and Development (OECD), Asia Pacific Economic
Cooperation (APEC), United Nations Internet Governance Forum (IGF), the Data Protection
Commissioner Meetings and the Ibero-American Data Protection Network Meetings.

(CSISAC), a landmark achievement for civil society at the OECD. The Public Voice Project will serve
as a Liaison for 2009-2010 OECDfrom 2009-2010.

Roberto Saba

Mr. Saba is Constitutional Law and Human Rights Professor at University of Buenos Aires and
University of Palermo (Argentina). He was co-founder (1995) and former Board Member (1995-2001) of
the Association for Civil Rights (Argentina). Since 2001, he has been Executive Director. The
Association for Civil Rights is a leading organization in Argentina and in Latin American dealing
particularly with freedom of expression issues focusing on indirect censorship (as for instance through
financial pressures), public broadcasting independence and autonomy, and freedom of information. ADC




does its work through a variety of strategies such as impact and strategic litigation, lobbying for legal
reform, advocacy before the administration and the publication of reports. ADC, together with Open
Society-Justice Initiative (New York), was responsible for the publication of a report on how local
governments and the national government in Argentina use the allocation of money for public advertising
as a means for manipulating the press. This report, entitled Buying the News, as well as the accompanying
regulation, have been and are very influential in the public debate on subtle ways of censorship that is
taking place in the region. Roberto Saba got his J.D., University of Buenos Aires (1990), and his LL.M.,
Yale Law School (1995). He is a JSD Candidate, Yale Law School.

Katya Salazar

Katya Salazar trabaja con DPLF desde enero del afio 2004, después de haberse desempefiado como
Coordinadora Adjunta de la Unidad de Investigaciones Especiales de la Comision de la Verdad y
Reconciliacion del Perti, donde estuvo a cargo de la investigacion de casos de violaciones de derechos
humanos ocurridas durante el conflicto armado interno. Previamente fue parte del equipo legal de la
Coalicion Contra la Impunidad (Niirnberg, Alemania), investigadora de la Adjuntia para los Derechos
Humanos de la Defensoria del Pueblo del Pert y abogada del Instituto de Defensa Legal (Lima, Pert).
Katya es abogada de nacionalidad peruana y realizo sus estudios de derecho en la Universidad Catdlica
del Perti y de maestria en derecho aleman e internacional publico en la Universidad de Heidelberg
(Alemania).

She previously
worked as a lawyer/researcher for the Human Rights Division of the Office of the Peruvian Human
Rights Ombudsman (1998-2000), as a lawyer/researcher for the Coalition against Impunity (Nuremburg,
Germany, 1997-1998), and as a lawyer for the Instituto de Defensa Legal (Lima, Peru, 1993-1996). Ms.
Salazar, a Peruvian national, studied law at the Catholic University of Peru and earned her master's degree
in German and International Public Law (2001-2002) at the University of Heidelberg in Germany. In
1997, she was a legal fellow with the International Human Rights Law Group (now Global Rights), a
non-governmental organization in Washington, D.C. She has written numerous article on the criminal
prosecution of past crimes and judicial reforms, and has lectured on these topics in various countries.

His current
research focuses on the challenges faced by laws requiring disclosure in a variety of settings, including
securities, public freedom of information, and campaign finance in the United States.

Shekhar Singh

The NCPRI was at the forefront of the movement to draft and have legislated the
Indian Right to Information Act. Shekhar Singh taught social and moral philosophy, and epistemology, at
St. Stephen’s College, University of Delhi, and at the North-Eastern Hill University, Shillong. He




subsequently taught at the Indian Institute of Public Administration, New Delhi and was Director of the
Centre for Equity Studies, New Delhi. His major areas of work and interest include biodiversity
conservation, environmental management, right to information and good governance. He has also worked
with the Government of India as Advisor to the Planning Commission of India and has been a consultant
to various organisations including the UNDP, FAO, ADB, DANIDA, the World Commission on Dams
and the Global Environmental Facility (GEF). He is a past governor of the Canadian International
Development Research Centre (IDRC) and a co-chair of the task force on transparency, as part of the
Initiative on Policy Dialogue (IPD), based in Columbia University, New York.

Jorge Hage Sobrinho

In addition to maintaining posts in higher education, Mr. Hage has held several administrative positions,
including being the Vice-Rector of UFBA. He has been the Mayor of Salvador (Bahia) and a member of
the State Assembly. He was also a Federal Congressman and took part in the National Constituent
Assembly (1987/1990). At the international level, he was an OAS Consultant in Public Administration, in
Argentina, Venezuela, Bolivia and Colombia. Mr. Hage served as a judge from 1991 until 2003, when he
moved to the Executive branch, initially as Executive Secretary of the Comptroller General's Office, and
then took up the position of Minister of State in 2006.
